Clean area from all particles, dust and debris.  Mineral wool fibers can be used as a backer in large openings.  Cut nozzle at 
desired size and gun caulk into opening.  Material must be applied to a depth of at least 1 inch to obtain one hour rating.  If 
opening is configured such that the material will not stay in place during cure, screening material can be tacked into place 
over the caulking.  If plug forms in nozzle, it can be removed and the remaining product should not be affected.  CAUTION : 
Uncured caulk will irritate the eyes.  In case of contact with eyes, flush with water for 15 minutes and consult physician.  
Wipe residual material from hands with dry cloth or paper towel, followed by washing with soap and water.
